Our keynote speaker is Professor Kathy Gaca from 
Vanderbilt University. Professor Gaca is the author 
of The Making of Fornication: Eros, Ethics, and 
Political Reform in Greek Philosophy and Early 
Christianity (Univ. of California Press, 2003, and 
winner of the 2005 CAMWS Outstanding 
Publication Award), and her current book project, 
Armed and Sexual: Warfare against Women and 
Girls in Antiquity and the Modern Day, analyzes 
collective sexual violence against captive girls and 
women. 

Professor Gaca’s lecture for the CAM meeting is 
entitled, “What about the Captive Boys?” and will 
round out the discussion started by her Gustavus 
Adolphus and University of Minnesota lectures (see 
below under “Upcoming Events”). Captive boys, 
too, were subjected to partly lethal violence as well 
when enslaved through warfare, but there is no 
evidence to support that they were raped in an 
organized way during conquest, let alone publicly, 
as was the case for captive women and girls. The 
attested methods for enslaving boys include 
castration; the torment of seeing and hearing their 
mothers and sisters attacked and raped; and the 
aggravated battery meted out to inhabitants 
regardless of their sex or age. Many boys so 
traumatized grew up to become the violent fighting 
men of the next generation, with the attacks they 
suffered in childhood being a step in their 
indoctrination to armed violence.

Thursday, Oct. 21 at Gustavus Adolphus 
“Warfare Beyond the Battle in Classical 
Antiquity.” 
To accord the sexualized brutality against women 
and girls its rightful place in our historical grasp of 
warfare and its social effects, the still prevalent idea 
of warfare as armed man-to-man violence needs to 
be transformed, because battles and sieges alike 
were often but the lethal prelude to andrapodizing 
attacks on the populace once the people’s adult male 
defenders were killed or routed.  Andrapodizing was 
a premeditated and partly lethal warfare expressly 
against inhabitants not trained, or too old or young, 
to fight back.  Soldiers, when andrapodizing, 
dominated and abducted mainly the youthful—
young women and self-mobile girls and boys—from 
other abused inhabitants abandoned as rejects, 
including old people and infants.   
  
 
Friday, Oct. 22 at the University of Minnesota  
 “The Roles of Aggravated Heterosexual Assault 
in Ancient Warfare.” 
Ancient warfare as aggravated sexual assault en 
masse against captive women and girls was a 
complex set of aggressive practices, just like its first-
phase counterpart of men killing men in armed 
conflict.  The ulterior motives and degrees of cruelty 
varied depending on whether the warfare was 
predatory, expansionist, or retaliatory across and 
within ethnic lines and regions, including civil strife.

Our primary focus last year was hiring a new tenure-
track colleague (for the first time since I arrived in 
1990); we are delighted to welcome Kathryn Steed, 
who taught for two years at Reed College after 
receiving her PhD from the University of Michigan.  
In addition, Chris Polt (PhD UNC) will be joining us 
for two years.  We look forward to introducing both 
of them to you all at the upcoming meeting. 

Last fall we helped out with Carleton’s 
Humanities Center bringing Holt Parker to 
campus; he gave a very well-attended and highly 
provocative talk, as well as a seminar for students 
in my Gender and Sexuality course.

Our Latin program continues to be very successful. 
This fall we are again offering six sections of 
beginning Latin to a total of over 180 students. We 
now have six Latin Teaching majors in our program, 
with a seventh awaiting final acceptance by our 
Education Department. The increase in numbers is 
due in part to our efforts during National Latin 
Teacher Recruitment Week last spring, where we 
added two new LATE majors to our existing two. 
We have since added another two, so that our LATE 
program is now the largest it has been in many 
years.

Saint Agnes School  
 
Saint Agnes School now boasts five Latinists on 
the faculty as of 2010-11: John DeJak, Karl 
Pederson, Dan Berthiaume, Michael Adkins, and 
Kathleen O'Hern (K-6 Latin).  The school has 
experienced tremendous growth over the past year, 
increasing enrollment (K-12) from 448 in 2009-
2010 to 531 for the 2010-2011 academic year.  We 
are proud to boast that Latin begins in 
Kindergarten and is required through 8th grade.  
 
During the elementary years (K-6), Latin is 
studied via the Roman Missal and common Latin 
prayers; basic grammar, etymologies, and 
vocabulary are also memorized and studied. In 
junior high (grades 7-8), students begin a more 
formal and rigorous study of Latin grammar, 
vocabulary, and translation; currently 80 students 
are enrolled in junior high Latin.  Beginning in 9th 
grade, our high school requires students to take at 
least two years of a foreign language, with 
students choosing between Latin and Spanish. 
 Latin is a popular choice as it is a rich part of the 
patrimony of the Catholic Church; currently we 
have 76 students enrolled in high school Latin 
courses (levels I-IV).  Those who continue Latin 
from junior high will now be able to confidently 
begin in Latin II in 9th grade which is a great 
advantage.  New this year is our adoption (grades 
7-12) of Henle's Latin, the classic Jesuit program 
through ecclesiastical Latin as well as Caesar, 
Cicero, and Vergil (among others). This program 
suits our school mission well and rigorously trains 
our students in the ancient tongue.  In addition to 
these exciting developments, this past year we also 
administered the National Latin Exam for the first 
time and we hope to become increasingly involved 
in CAM and JCL.

The Classics program at St. Kate’s is humming 
along nicely, with 20 students (two from Augsburg) 
in First-Year Latin.  Last year the dean approved the 
first-ever offering of Greek at St. Kate’s (in living 
memory, at least).  Nine students made it through the 
first year, but seven of them graduated in May 2010.

Year Greek class. 
Last year was a productive one: I published two 
articles ( “Marriage, Cosmic Tranquility, and the 
Homeric Retiring Scene,” forthcoming in Classical 
World, and “A Quartet of Graeco-Aryan Demi-
goddesses: Leukothea, Eidothea, Ulúpí and Vargá” 
in the Journal of Indo-European Studies) and I 

supervised a McNair scholar who presented her 
work on Caesar’s descriptions of Britain at the 
national McNair conference. 
Last year’s McCahill lecturer was Ben Acosta-
Hughes, who spoke on Sappho.  This year the 
McCahill Fund is allowing us to host The 7-Shot 
Symphony, a play based on retellings of stories 
from world mythology in a Western-movie style 
setting (see blurb p. 4) 
For next year, we have a special treat planned:  I 
will be teaching in the St. Kate’s core course 
program, and Second-Year Latin will be taught by 
Rachel Bruzzone, a graduate of CNES at the 
University of Minnesota, and currently A.B.D. in 
Classics at the University of Virginia.

The old guard among our Classics faculty are Jim 
May, still serving as Provost of St. Olaf and as 
APA Vice President for Professional Matters, 
Anne Groton, still chairing the department and 
running CAMWS, Steve Reece, still recovering 
from the excitement of his first-ever 
archaeological dig at Megiddo this past summer, 
and Chris Brunelle, still collecting money as CAM 
Treasurer.  Anne and Chris are both teaching in St. 
Olaf's Great Conversation humanities program, 
and Steve is trying out a new course in directed 
undergraduate research.  Ancient historian Tim 
Howe, just back from his first-ever sabbatical, will 
be teaching our annual Classical Studies in Greece 
course this January.  
Mary McMenomy and Mike Sampson, our young 
colleagues from last year, have now gone 
elsewhere, Mary heading west to Seattle, Mike 
east to Rutgers with his fiancée Dina Guth.  
Meanwhile Valerio Caldesi-Valeri (Ph.D. Texas), 
who taught at Lawrence in 2009-10, has joined us 
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as Visiting Assistant Professor, moving with his new 
bride Teresa Macheda into the townhouse vacated 
by Mike Sampson.  Larry Myer, who taught at 
Gustavus last spring and is finishing his Ph.D. at 
Harvard, will commute from Minneapolis to teach 
one class each semester.   
Enrollment in Greek has been down a bit, but 
otherwise our numbers are strong.  While we had 
unusually few Classics graduates in 2010--just six--, 
their quality was high:  one, David Estle, is now 
teaching Latin at South View Middle School in 
Edina.

Moving the Latin play from 
early March to the first weekend in October, partly 
to avoid bad weather, was an interesting experiment:  
the weather actually proved to be worse in October 
than in March!

in the '60's and '70's and for building up the 
department to the state of good health it enjoys 
today.

Judith Kavanaugh, CSJ  
March 19, 1942 – October 6, 2010 

 
Sr. Judith Kavanaugh, CSJ, long-time mainstay of 
the Cretin-Derham Hall Latin program and beloved 
member of CAM, passed away on October 6th, 2010, 
at 3:00 a.m., surrounded by her sisters and family. 
Judy lived her life doing what she loved most – 
teaching.  A Spanish and Latin Teacher for 43 years, 
she taught her students so much more than Spanish 
and Latin.   Judith encouraged students to work hard 
and to their potential, to take responsibility for 
themselves and be accountable.  Her creativity and 
encouragement led students to love learning as well 
as the subject matter.  Before school, after school, 
whenever students needed her, Judith was there to 
help, sometimes to listen and be a source of comfort 
as advisor. 
Judy was always ready to learn new ideas and 
incorporate them to improve her teaching.  She 
started University of Minnesota’s College in the 
Schools program with her Latin classes at Cretin-
Derham Hall, and she strongly encouraged her 
students to take the National Latin Exam.  She was 
always learning about the latest in technology - not 
afraid of words like Moodle and QUIA and 
PowerPoint and Keynote.  She was a model for 
cooperation among colleagues and building 
collegiality in  
the department and the school. Judy helped many 
new and sometimes experienced teachers by sharing 
her expertise and encouraging their professional 
growth.  She always modeled professionalism and 
fought for the underdog.   
Over her career Judy taught at St. Joseph’s 
Academy, Derham Hall, Benilde-St. Margaret’s 
Academy, and Cretin-Derham Hall.  She was also 

principal at Derham Hall from 1975-1978.  In 
2006 Judy was named Teacher of the Year by the 
Classical Association of Minnesota and received a 
St. Margaret’s Academy Citation Award.   
Travel enriched her life, and she often shared these 
experiences with her students.  During the summer 
months, she led numerous student trips to Spain, 
Greece, Italy, Mexico, Costa Rica, and Peru.   
Born on the feast of St. Joseph, she was destined 
(as she said) to become a Sister of St. Joseph.  50 
years ago on March 19, 1961, she was received 
into the novitiate and given the religious name 
Sister Lisette.  She promised herself then that she 
would faithfully live the CSJ mission.  
Judy’s parents, James and Dorothy, and brother-
in-law, Joseph Joos, preceded her death.  Her 
siblings Betty (Roy) Dennis; Barbara Kavanaugh; 
James Kavanaugh, Jr.; Mary Pat (Dan) McGuire, 
and Susan Joos; nieces and nephews; friends; 
colleagues; former students; Sisters of St. Joseph 
and Consociates, especially Irene, Karen, Bailey, 
Lacey, and Skye, lovingly remember her and her 
love for them.
